There are positives and negatives to everything.  You look at 

the Fingermate from a mechanical point of view; I look at it from the customers point of view.

The superfit requires a ball point pen to be aimed at a 

small dimple hole, aligned correctly and pushed just right

so the ball point pen doesn’t pop out of the socket and

pinch the heck out of the little old lady’s finger. 

Most women with arthritic problems can’t aim well.

The Finger mate only requires grasping the head and pulling

to open it.  I’ve had more problems with the clasp becoming 

loose on the Superfit.

If you like the Superfit, try just ONCE the PFF shank. This 

guy invented the sideways action before the Superfit people,

it’s a better hinge,  clasp and ring altogether.

By the way,  and I’m not saying you do this,  but I find many

jewelers say “Hey this is easy!” on jewelry and never have 

the problems of the customer.

Point: A jeweler can’t understand why a customer can’t get a 

bracelet clasp open. When he does it, it’s a snap. Sure, the 

jeweler uses TWO hands while the female can only use one.

Point: A jeweler uses two hands to aim and open the Superfit

when in fact a customer can only use one hand.

There have been discussions on these items and people who 

don’t like the Fingermate vs Superfit.

I have only one thing to say:

“Quit ranting until you use a PFF shank!” It is the best one 

on Earth.
