It is a work of mechanical art. It has a big advantage and 

that is a woman can sue her fingernail to open it. The 

Superfit requires a ballpoint pen and usually a woman who 

needs this can’t aim.
The fingermate is really good, but can’t open over 3 or 4 sizes so it’s not good for “huge” knuckles.

Allen shank is about $40 more than Fingermate, but it’s 

worth it. He doesn’t charge postage and this si all he does. 

I will show it to my store and I’m sure they will start

using it. He has a sample you can buy, a complete ring with 

a CZ for $365,  you’ll need it for the sales pitch.

But I inquired because I wanted to add it to my price book.

I usually don’t say which products are better  (lobster claws

over barrel clasps, etc)  but in chapter 600 I will list the 

srthritic chanks like sears does washers: Good,  Better,

best.

Allens PFF will be Best,  then Fingermate,  Then Superfit,

Then Fingerfit,  then Adjusto shank last.  All have their

place but his is the easiet to work and has other

advantages.  Fingermate has you rivet the hinge. Allens shank

has an already sodlered rivet.
