SuperFit has always said that their ring will never open accidentally, yet they have a 1999 patent addendum in which they admit it repeatedly.  This is self-incriminating.
Claiming that making it 30 % thicker will make the ring stiffer thus avoiding susceptible inadvertent opening.
Point: Say a jeweler at 200 lbs. is no good. If he eats a lot he won't be any better at 230 lbs.

The scuff bumps will never save them, as when a ring is installed there goes any stiffness, and all is gone when the scuff bumps are galled out.

One advantage the '858 openable ring has over the prior art is that it is not susceptible to inadvertent opening.
Again they are just fooling themselves. They are hoping for a cheap solution to save the day, but they do not know what they are doing. The whole gimmick is short lived and could never be reliable.  

In November 2004 we have the vibration test to blow that out of the water.  Now what will they do? They always denied, denied, denied yet here we see them admit, admit, admit.
